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Several members of AECB, the sustainable building association, now offer a Passivhaus Certification 
service, accredited by the Passivhaus Institut in Darmstadt, Germany.

Passivhaus is the leading European low energy standard for building construction: the European 
Parliament is pressing for it to be a requirement for new buildings by 2011.  
 
Passivhaus is based on reducing the energy demand of buildings at source, principally by advanced 
insulation and airtightness methods. 
 
Currently there are over 1000 buildings certified across Europe, but the UK has only two, both recent 
certifications. 
 
The AECB also now offers certification of AECB Silver Standard buildings (performance version).
